Educational Training Voucher (ETV)-Foster Success Education Services

The Ohio ETV program is open to any former and current young person in foster care who

meets at least one of these criteria:

e Foster care will end on and after your 18th birthday.

e In foster care at age 17 and not enrolled in high school, but have earned a GED or vocational
certificate and will remain in foster care until you turn 18.

o Completed state requirements and have a high school diploma and will remain in foster care until
you turn 18.




o Left foster care after your 16th birthday because you were adopted or placed in a kinship
guardianship.

Additionally, you must:

e Bea U.S. citizen or qualified non-citizen

e Have personal assets (bank account, car, home, etc.) worth less than $10,000

e Be enrolled in a degree, certificate or other accredited program and show that you are making
satisfactory academic progress.

Ohio ETV recipients must maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA each term. Students must submit an academic

transcript showing grades and GPA from the most recently completed semester/term.

Students are referred to CEVEC by their home school districts and learn job skills based on the Ohio Means Jobs Readiness Rubric at community job sites throughout Northeast Ohio. At CEVEC, there are different options to meet the individualized needs of students working towards employment as well as making sure job seekers are connected to the appropriate agencies as they transition into adulthood.
